Which covers the following skill domains:

Cognitive.  The mental processes re​lated to problem solving, think​ing, re​member​ing and reasoning.

Language.  The child’s ability to re​ceive in​for​ma​tion and express him​self both ver​bally and nonverbally.

Gross Motor.  The use of large mus​cle groups to learn to sit, walk, jump, main​tain balance, etc.

Fine Motor.  The development of the process to manipulate small ob​jects, es​pecially using eye-hand co​or​dina​tion.

Self Help.  The development of the ability to dress, feed, protect ones self.

Social-Emotional.  The ability to ex​press emotions and feelings, de​velop rela​tion​ships, and learning the rules of so​ciety.

Regulatory/Sensory.  The reac​tion to different sensa​tions, such as touch, sound, and movement.
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
