Serendipity Child Development Center (SCDC), in existence since 1999 as a division of Lillie Rice Center, Inc., is a child care center that works exclusively with 23 children ages one month to three years. One hundred percent of our families are under the 2007 Federal Poverty Guidelines. We try to maintain a minimum of 10 percent of our population children with special needs. It is our goal to provide a “natural environment” for these children, to give them opportunity to be exposed to children their own ages developing normally. To that end, we have formed strong working relationships with Children’s Home Society and Walla Walla County Birth-to-Three programs.

SCDC is an education-based program that works with parents to provide an individualized learning plan for each child. This plan is updated regularly and reviewed quarterly with the parent. To that end, we use the Hawaii Early Learning Profile for all age groups. This program guides the teachers work with each child through seven domains: 1) Cognitive Development, 2) Expressive Language, 3) Gross Motor, 4) Fine Motor, 5) Social-Emotional Development, 6) Self Help skills, and 7) Sensory perception.

SCDC hires extremely qualified staff. All of our teachers and teacher assistants (except one who has a national Child Development Associate certification) have college degrees in Early Learning, Special Education, or Elementary Education, or Para Education with an Early Childhood Education endorsement.
